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Terms & Conditions for Thomson Local Build a Business competition

2. The Thomson Local Build a Business competition launches on 1 July 2009 and will close on 30th October 2009.

3. The Build a Business competition is open only to students at selected schools who have been awarded the Thomson Local Bursary Pack.

4. Competition is not open to employees of the Promoter or their direct family members, Promoter’s competition partners or anyone professionally connected to the competition.

5. Promoter reserves the right to exclude any entrant at any time.

6. Entrants (individual pupils) are only eligible to enter once.

7. Entrants are required to complete in full the competition entry form. School details should be included and contact details for the sponsor teacher or staff member. Each individual pupil in the group should be listed. School approval is required for groups entry.  Failure to obtain such approval will result in disqualification and forfeiting of any prize awarded.

8. By entering, entrants will be deemed to have accepted the competition terms & conditions and to agree to be bound by them.

9. All entries may be used as case studies by Thomson Local and National Schools Partnership.

10. Promoter accepts no responsibility for late, damaged, invalid or lost entries. Proof of entry, stamp or uploading is not proof of receipt.

11. School/entrants must pay postage.

12. Entry to the competition and acceptance of the prize gives Thomson Local and National Schools Partnership permission to use any winners’ names and school name for promotional purposes without additional payment. Thomson Local and National Schools Partnership do not have to contact any entrant again to gain this permission. The Promoter will not pass these details to any other organisation except for the purposes of running this competition.

13. The judging period for the competition shall take place early November 2009 and the winning group will be notified through their sponsor teacher/staff member.

14. The Build a Business competition prize is a flight in the Thomson Local hot air balloon and gift vouchers for the winning team.  In the situation that weather does not permit the hot air balloon to fly, the winning school will receive a flight voucher which may be used within 12 months of date of issue. Any other costs and expenses not specifically referred to above are excluded and are the responsibility of the winner, sponsor teacher and/or winning school.  
15. Winners will be required to submit the written consent of their parent/guardian to participate in the hot air balloon ride to the sponsor teacher/staff after being notified by the promoter. Promoter reserves the right to contact the sponsor teacher/staff to verify that such consent has been given.

16. Only winners will be contacted personally by the Promoter and all winners must respond to the Promoter within two weeks of notification of their winning entry (unless otherwise stated). If no response is received, the Promoter reserves the right to select other winners.

17. All other entries not selected as the winning group will be destroyed after six months of the winners being announced. No competition entries will be returned and all submitted entries shall become the property of Thomson Local.

18. The judges’ decision is final in every situation. No correspondence will be entered into.

19. Prizes are as stated, there is no cash alternative. Thomson Local reserves the right to change any prize in the event of unforeseen circumstances.
